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For two generations, the United States government has used the bravery and sacrifice of the Navajo and Hopi Code Talkers in WWII as a recruiting tool to entice young members of the Navajo and Hopi Nations to enlist in the military.  
Despite the fidelity and service of these veterans, our country has failed to live up to its duty to care for those men and women who won and have maintained our nation's freedom.  
The Problem:

No Congressional funding for a VA hospital or clinic - forcing veterans to travel up to six hours one-way in order to receive proper VA medical treatment.

The Solution:
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Tell my Member of Congress, I stand with the Forgotten Veterans of the Navajo and Hopi Nations, and to fund a VA hospital or clinic, in the next Veterans Affairs Budget!
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
